Each zoning category lists:

A Permitted Uses

A Prohibited Uses

A Conditionally -permitted uses (CUP)




What is a CUP?

Individual determination of suitability

A Use must be legal under zoning law

A Permit can be denied based on sipecific factors

A Permit can be granted, with conditions imposed, such as:

A No selfservice displays
A Follow all tobacco control laws
A If conditions violated, perrpit can be suspended or even revok

Regulations applying to tobacco-oriented activities.

Conditional Use Permit Requirement for Tobacco-Oriented Activities. Such uses are
permitted only upon the granting of a conditional use permit pursuant to Sections 17.134
and to the following additional use permit criteria:

1. Mo tobacco-oriented activity shall be located within, nor closer than one-thousand
(1,000) feet to the boundary of a residential zone, school, public library, park or
playground, recreation center or licensed daycare facility.
